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Meeting Minutes
June 17th, 2009
· Call to Order – 1:45pm

· Introductions

· Presentation – Thea Clay, Cloudmade and OpenStreetMap

· Thea apprised the GISCC of the opportunity to help make Atlanta one of the most open digitally mapped city in the world. The OSM Project has decided to focus on Georgia to help build a flagship presence in OSM, based on our warm reception of OSM. Need about 150 volunteers as OSM attempts to reach 1M volunteers worldwide.

· GISCC members gave Thea several recommendations for getting a grass-roots toe-hold in GA:

· Technology Association of Georgia (TAG) for commercial partners

· The state CIO Council for getting state agencies started and leveraging field agents

· Agriculture Dept. and Extension for local field agents

· State Government agencies (GDOT, DCA) have offered ~25K LUCA edits to Census for TIGER data improvement. Can these be given to OSM?

· OSM data are now accessible online and are available for download. Thea will return to GA in the next 3-4 weeks to schedule follow-up meetings and contacts.
· (Chair Teague Buchanan had to excuse himself from meeting for work obligations. Ayan resumed meeting)
· Approval of Minutes – Approved

· Sub-committee Reports

· Framework Subcommittee (Keith McFadden):

· Proposal to establish stewardship for GA structures data (fire stations, EMC, hospitals) was submitted and is likely to be funded to DCA by USGS. RDCs would be the primary steward with DCA as partner of these data (via Clearinghouse).

· Issue raised by Ayan about address standards for GA. Terry Jackson will move that forward with the requester, Mary Howard (see May minutes for reference).

· Need a Transportation Working Group (WG) to move addressing standards and other transportation-related issues forward, too. Paul Tanner, GDOT, is a possible lead for this WG.

· Planning & Policy Subcommittee (Danielle Ayan):

· Presented the TAG “Geospatial Governance for GA” statement (see handout). This 1-page document is to be used by TAG for political issue setting for the next election cycle. Open for comments.

· A second activity includes a letter to the Commission for a New GA, OPB, and others to identify the opportunity to leverage federal funds for a coordinated aerial photo fly-over for metro ATL. Need state/local match. Difficult to get a match with a grass-roots project. But the product would benefit the state as a whole. Will present the letter to GISCC for approval once it is completed (pending USGS and ARC facilitator comments).
· ESRI ELA for State Government negotiations are continuing. The contract, if executed, may take the form of a Master Agreement (i.e., ala carte) rather than an ELA (i.e., “all-you-can-eat”). It looks very promising, but the details remain to be hammered out. Elizabeth Eason of DOAS should be contacting ESRI on the pricing structure.

· Education & Outreach Subcommittee (Chris Chalmers):

· Not present. Nothing to report.
· Other Business
· Georgia GIS Clearinghouse

· ITOS announced that Clearinghouse funds from GTA stop at the end of June with no other funding source currently identified! ITOS will “slow down” service delivery due to personnel funding issues. Higher Education Site License will remain the same.

· Web-enabled GISCC meetings

· BOR is willing to web-enable the monthly GISCC meetings. A discussion of the technical details ensued. The GISCC is willing for the BOR to stage and deploy this technology.
