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Meeting Minutes

Call to order: 1:55pm

Introductions

Presentations:


T. Buchanan, Chair, led a discussion for the GISCC goals and objectives for the year. Referring to the GISCC Geospatial Strategic Plan (written by D. Ayan) , D. Ayan gave an overview of the Georgia Geospatial Strategic Plan (given as a hand-out). She stressed the Exec Summary which identify the five programmatic goals for Georgia. Full document at georgiaspatial.org.


Five key items are reviewed with comments by those attending.


Buchanan stated that a business plan is needed for the GISCC to reach these goals. He then opened the discussion to the floor.


One goal is a Master Agreement (MA) with ESRI for state government. Note this is a change in terminology from the previously discussed Enterprise License Agreement ELA (distinction being an ala carte versus “all you can eat” agreement for geospatial software). DOAS and ESRI are holding a telephone conference call today with lawyers to work out details. DOAS wants a pay-as-you-go approach. Target is a net of 20% to the agency with a base 50% discount for ESRI software. The 30% difference would go to funding/supporting the Geospatial Clearinghouse.


Another goal is the “program” for GIS in Georgia. What structure should the GISCC recommend? Recommendation by D. Ayan and E. Mcrae is for GISCC for this year to make sure that the Governor and the County Commissioners both know what program is desirable and that it be something that can be accomplished. That is, get buy-in and implementation guidance for such a plan.


Should GEMA be the agency for GISCC to focus on to champion a State GIO? Discussion pro (lots of money) and con (danger of data sequestration) ensued. Should we get more agencies to the GISCC table to educate them of the need for a GIO vs. a single-agency champion? Should the GIO be viewed much like a state climatologist, economist, and demographer? There was divided opinion on how to view a GIO position for GA.


The GISCC should be more specific on internal and external governance. This was identified as a goal for this year. Moreover, it was agreed that the GISCC should update our geospatial governance plan every year.


GISCC should emphasize spatial data standards in the state. Should GISCC be a collaborator with GISCC and SAMSOG to emphasize standards? Discussion of what standards should have priority (e.g., addressing standards). Also, should GA have guidelines vs. standards status for national standards? Should standards go to “law” or agency designation?
